This is a tax that will be paid by the most polluting 

corporations in Australia, for the pollution they directly create. 

These corporations will choose to either absorb the costs or pass them on to consumers. 

Compensation will be given to households in response to likely price rises. Low-income households and pensioners 

should actually be better off in pure dollar terms. 

The revenue will additionally be used to kick-start investments in clean energy bringing new, renewable 

technologies to Australia, ensuring a healthier, prosperous future. 

At the moment, polluters can pump out harmful green house gas emissions for free, while the costs are borne by 

the atmosphere, the Earth, society and people living in poverty around the world.  

A more just system will see the polluter pay for their pollution, providing an incentive to clean up their act.
